“Project Footprints” (PF) Joint Work Scenario
(Application for a new sport).
In chosen territory, for example in the forest/ park XXX 4 to 6 (8m3), waste containers are placed so, that they are positioned in the center of a relevant distributed location and amount of waste.
Usually containers are placed 200m and farther from each other (depending on the intensity of pollution).

Cleanable territory is mapped and the placement of containers is indicated on the map.
Map is copied in several exemplars, so that the number of exemplars match the number of containers, for example 5 containers = 5 maps.

Containers are numbered as can be seen on map.

By performing intensive agitation and organizational work (distributing of flyers, various announcements, survey forms, PF coordinators speak for various audiences, photo materials are demonstrated from previous joint works etc.) awareness of every high school of ongoing joint works and their times and places is achieved.

Specific place is offered to those high schools and schools which are located as close to the cleanable location as possible.

In case if the territory is located far from educational institutions bus is provided for joint workers which takes them to and from joint work.
PF usually organizes several high schools for a single cleanable territory in such way facilitating mutual communications between students.

The beginning of the joint work is used for instruction.

Present joint workers are separated in as many teams as there are containers in the area.

Team leaders are invited to receive the maps of cleanable territory and every leader leads his team to the place in wood where the container of the respective team is located (Team No.1 must find container No.1).

Further the competition in waste collection begins. The team whose territory is afterwards the cleanest and whose container contains the largest quantity of waste are the winners and after finishing the joint work receive prizes.
To ensure smooth proceeding of the activities and to make the work more interesting DJ is hired ho travels all around the territory and stops by each container to distribute mineral water, gloves and sacks if necessary and takes the musical orders  of the respective teams. DJ stays 10 minutes at each container and travels the territory all time around also informing inhabitants about the ongoing PF joint work and inviting them to participate.
Jury visit all the containers and decide the winning team which is presented with various prizes.

Such cleaning joint work competition contains elements of various sports:

orienteering, cross-country running, gymnastics, weight lifting.

And if usually there is waste left after the competitions then on the contrary these competitions leave the ground clean.

As a result of such attractive arrangements large areas are being cleaned, lots of youth are attracted as volunteers and from that clean territory, successful educational work as well as integration and creating of contact among schools and high schools is achieved.

We believe that such joint work is necessary to clean green zones of our cities and suburbs as well as, what is even more important, to perform educational work among the youth.

Our hope is that in such way attitude will change and people will stop to pointlessly pollute the environment in which they live.
